What are the Goals?

This book, "Which is My Ministry?" will help the pastor and local
church leadership "put the right person in the right place for the right
reasons." This leadership should use the last meeting (7/e Needs) in order
to show all the things the church is in need of and even dream about new
things to do.

The focus of this meeting goes beyond your experience in doing
something, in a job, for example. We want to probe and value your
experience with God and then apply it to the Lord's ministry to help
others. Every experience can be used by the Lord.

The Spiritual Journey: Tell how and when you accepted Jesus as the
Savior of your life.

Have you been baptized in the Spirit or do you have doubts about whether
it happened or not? Have you had an encounter with God in which your
life was impacted and changed (other than salvation)? Talk about these
experiences. Have you felt that God has a purpose for your life? What
is His calling in your life?

Share the times when you felt closest to God and also your significant
spiritual experiences that stand out in your mind. How can these
experiences be used to encourage others in the faith?



Remember pleasant experiences that have provided you with a sense of
accomplishment, a great achievement or victory. It doesn't have to be a
church related experience, but it can be a moment that God has worked
or blessed. Did God have a purpose in these experiences?

What are your painful or difficult experiences that can help you counsel
someone suffering or encourage another believer?

How have you served in the church? What are your experiences in the
Lord's work? Looking back, is there an experience where you felt used
by the Lord and very helpful? Can this be a ministry to you?

Do you believe that God works in people's lives and experiences, even
before they are converted? Reflect on how God has prepared and is
preparing you for His work. Think about your skills, your experiences
working and your studies. What is the direction you are seeing or feeling
from God?

What is the next step in your walk with Christ? How should you prepare
for the work the Lord has for you?



4™ MEETING - THE NEEDS

(Prayerfully fill out the "The Servant's Profile" form on page 11 and take
it to the last discipleship material meeting.)

What are the needs of your church, district, neighborhood, or community?
How can you be used by God to minister to others and assist in the
expansion of God's Kingdom? One of the purposes of this meeting is to
hear from the needs. God uses many ways to call people. We can discover
God's will by spiritual gifts, our abilities or experiences, or through the
desires God places in our hearts. However, sometimes God calls directly
through a need and the person will say like Isaiah, "Here am I, send me!"
Remember that God does not always reveal all of His will at once. But
let's seek the Lord!

In the previous book, Mission Multiplication, you saw the various
ministries in the church, the 4 pillars — prayer, evangelism, discipleship,
church planting. Could you disciple someone, just like you are being
discipled? The joists — the societies, the Sunday School, the worship
group, the family groups, the church always needs people getting
involved in these areas. Can you help as secretary or treasurer? In the
area of construction and maintenance, there is always the need. The
church can have more ministries and you yourself can be used by the Lord
to start a new ministry!

One thing we believe, God has a calling, a purpose for every person. God
wants to use you to build the church, to bless people, and to advance the
kingdom of God, certainly. The Personal Profile for Ministry exists for
you to contemplate this call and enter the ministry of the church. With
your discipler’s help, you are being asked to choose a ministry! It may
change. No problem. But be active, engaged in God's great work! It is
the last meeting of discipleship. Let's use questions, the tests in this
Personal Ministry Profile booklet, and a conversation at this time to
choose how you can be involved in the church.

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A Time and a Reason to Sing - “How Great Thou Art”

Carl Gustaf Boberg, the author of How Great Thou Art, was born in
Monsteras, Sweden. He was a member of the Swedish Parliament, 1912-1931,
popular speaker and appreciated writer. He published several collections of
poetry and a number of hymns.

How Great Thou Art is probably the all-time favorite hymn today. Although
its origin had roots in Europe, it was not widely known until 1957, when the
Billy Graham Crusade in New York City launched it on a never-ending spiral
around the world. It was performed nearly a hundred times during those
meetings and countless times since.

One cannot sing this majestic hymn of praise and adoration without realizing
anew the omnipotence of the Creator who did it all.
